Celebration offers family fun, taste of Hispanic cu lture 
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 The estimated 1,000 attendees at the 
2009 Hispanic Heritage Month Celebration 
last month in Oakdale Park were met with 
entertainment and perfect fall weather that 
were equally spectacular. 
 Musical performers Kusi Taki, which 
shared the sounds of the Andes region of 
South America, and Trio Aztlan, a band 
with Mexican roots which plays a variety 
of Latin styles, were among the crowd fa-
vorites. 
 Performances by Justicia, a folkloric 
Mexican dance group from Topeka, and 
Los Primos, a local children’s dance group, 
also were well received. 
 “This year’s celebration offered authen-

tic Mexican food and world-class entertain-
ment,” said Dina Girón, a member of 
Comité Orgullo Hispano, the committee 
which organized the event. “We believe we 
offered Salina an exemplary program of 
music and dance, along with attractions and 
activities to suit every member of the fam-
ily.”  
 The event was created in 2006 as a way 
to merge entertainment with education and 
advocacy on issues such as cultural diver-
sity, civil rights and social services. 
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Discrimination suit to cost Alabama landlord up to $134,000 
 WASHINGTON — Federal 
authorities on Sept. 22 announced 
that the defendants in a discrimina-
tion suit in Alabama must pay up 
to $104,130 to the victims and a 
fine of $30,000 to the government. 
 The lawsuit originated from a 
charge filed by HUD on behalf of a 

woman who tried to rent at a mo-
bile home park in Daphne, Ala., 
but was told she had too many 
children (three) to live there. Nu-
merous other tenants were charged 
extra monthly fees for having chil-
dren in their mobile homes. 
 Familial status (number of chil-

dren) is a protected class under the 
Fair Housing Act along with race, 
color, religion, gender, disability 
and national origin.
