The Fire Code requires fire extin

This requirement is enforced by th
Salina Fire Department, and has been a code reqgiirte
for many years. Section 1415 of the 2003 Inteomai
Fire Code states:
Structures under construction, alteration, or déioal
shall be provided with not less than one approverd- p

At the concl
sion of the inspection, the general contractor vl
given a copy of the checklist. The checklist ig ao
substitute for a temporary or final Certificate @€cu-
pancy but rather a tool to more efficiently comnuare
specific information or requirements about your -co
struction project.

1. At each stairway on all floor levels where costifile
materials have accumulated.

3. Additional portable fire extinguishers shallgre-
vided where special hazards exist including, bt no
limited to, the storage and use of flammable amd-co
bustible liquids.

Portable extinguishers must be rated for the hazard
npsotected. Section 906 and NFPA 10, the applicable
standard for portable fire extinguishers, contaiimrima-
tion on fire extinguisher ratings. Other circumsias un-
der which the fire code official may require adufiial
b extinguishers include: workers using open-flameiaisy
flammable or combustible liquids, welding or cudtin
equipment or painting equipment for applying flanhea
or combustible finishes during both constructiord al
demolition.

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How long is a permit applicatiowalid?

A building permitapplication is valid for 180 days
from the date of submittal, unless an extensiothaf ap-
plication period is granted by the Building OffiGias a
result of the written request of the permit appiicarior to
the end of the first 180 days. If an applicatices not
result in permit issuance within 180 days and aeresion
has not been granted, the permit will be withdrasnan
expired permit. If a plan review was completed #meh
the application expires and did not result in auésl per
mit, there will be a fee charged for the plan egwviequal
to 20% of the calculated permit fee.
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Does a lavatory faucet, provided with safety stop$
limit the temperature of hot water dispensed fromet
faucet, meet the requirements of UPC section 41t#hd
limiting the temperature of hot water in public |ao-
ries?

No. The proper setting of these stops is depen

upon the setting of the thermostat on the wateteheH
the water heater temperature is turned up, thellebaia
corresponding increase in the temperature of theem
dispensed by the faucet unless the stops are fesese-
guently the temperature of the water is still began-
trolled by the water heater control, which is plotad by
this section. The only type of faucet that wouldaoeept-
able to meet the requirement would be one thdtdmto-
statically controlled. Otherwise, the water tempae
must be regulated by a mixing valve. If a mixindveais
to be used to meet the requirements, please remehdiq
all mixing valves are not the same. Some valvesieste-
bution valves, some are point-of-use valves andesoam
be used in either application. If the valve is imted to be
installed at the faucet location, please be suat ithis a
point-of-use or combination valve.

Is intermediate blocking required in cantilevered
floor joists?

Yes. IRC section 502.7 requires lateral support f

the ends of floor joists, but in our local seismime
does not require intermediate supports. Howeveoy fl
cantilevers are also subject to the requiremenseof
tion R502.3.3 and Table R502.3.3(2). Footnote {g) o
the Table requires that solid blocking must be jaled
at the cantilever support. Please be mindful tretioy
require the installation of this blocking on camtired
floors constructed of dimensional lumber. It isegute
able to omit a block to allow for the installatiohduct
work. Cantilevers in truss and manufactured jdetrs
must be installed per the manufacturer’s instalfain-
structions.
