Loudspeakers and Sound Trucks
Sec. 3-5. - Loudspeakers and sound trucks—License required. 
It shall be unlawful for any person to conduct, pursue, carry on or operate the calling, trade or occupation of advertising or announcing by means of any loudspeaker, radio or phonograph device, either in or attached to any automobile or other vehicle operated on the streets of the city or from any stationary location on private property by which the sound of such advertisement or announcements, either in the form of music, voice or otherwise by any of the means aforesaid, is projected into any public street, for the purpose of calling attention to persons in such public street or elsewhere the advertisement or announcement projected from or by means of any such device, without obtaining a license from the city clerk. The license fee shall be as prescribed in section 2-2.

Sec. 3-6. - Same—Prohibited hours. 
It shall be unlawful for any person to use or operate any device as mentioned in section 3-5, within the city at any time after the hour of 9:00 p.m. and earlier than the hour of 8:00 a.m. in any day, and no license issued under the provisions of section 3-5 shall be deemed to permit the use thereof during any of the time when such use is prohibited by the provisions of this section. 

Consumption of Alcohol on Public Streets
Sec. 5-24. - Consumption on public streets, alleys, roads or highways. 
No person shall drink or consume alcoholic liquor on the public streets, alleys, roads or highways or inside vehicles while on the public streets, alleys, roads or highways, except that alcoholic liquor may be consumed at a special event held on public streets, alleys, roads, or adjoining sidewalks located within the Salina Business Improvement District Number 1, Oakdale Park, Jerry Ivey Park, Bill Burke Park, or the East Crawford Recreation Area; provided that: 
(1)  Such public street, alley, or road is closed to motor vehicle traffic by the governing body; 
(2)  A written request for such consumption and possession of alcoholic liquor at such special event has been made to the governing body on a application form provided by the city; 
(3)  Based upon the information contained in the written application, the special event is reviewed and approved by the governing body, by ordinance, on the basis of criteria established by resolution of the governing body, with or without conditions; and 
(4)  A special event temporary permit has been issued for the special event pursuant to state law.

Consumption of CMB on Public Streets
Sec. 5-68. - Consuming in public streets. 
Within the corporate limits of the city, it shall be unlawful to drink or consume cereal malt beverages upon the public streets, alleys, roadways or highways, or inside any vehicle while upon the public streets, alleys, roads or highways, except: 
Only in association with and subject to the requirements of an approved special event CMB retailer's permit issued pursuant to this article and all other applicable laws, it shall be lawful to drink or consume cereal malt beverages within the boundaries of an approved cereal malt beverage special event located upon public streets, alleys, roadways or highways; provided, however, no alcoholic liquor may be consumed inside vehicles while on public streets, alleys, roads or highways at any such special event.

Carnivals, Circuses and Tent Shows
Sec. 6-16. - Definitions. 
The following words and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them: 
(1)  Carnivals shall be deemed to include attractions or amusements in which merry-go-rounds, Ferris wheels, riding devices and other amusement devices of a similar nature are used and shall also include, whether operated in connection therewith or separately, other forms of amusements or attractions such as side shows, singing and dancing acts and other exhibitions, attractions, shows or devices of various kinds for the amusement of the public, commonly operated and known as carnivals, or as parts thereof, whether advertised as such or otherwise. 
(2)  Circus shall be deemed to mean that kind of a show or exhibition ordinarily known and advertised as a circus, including the exhibition of wild animals, trained animal acts, and performances by acrobats, aerial performers trained animals, clowns, etc., and including side shows and exhibitions ordinarily shown in connection with and as a part of circuses, and the term "circus" shall also include menageries, wild west shows, dog and pony shows and other similar exhibitions, whether operated alone or in connection with circuses having the other features hereinabove mentioned, or similar thereto, and the term "circus" shall also include any street parade shown or operated in the city and the unloading and/or moving of circus equipment, exhibits and paraphernalia in the city and along or over the streets thereof, in connection with a circus which is shown outside the city. 
(3)  Tent shows shall be deemed to include theatrical, dramatic or operative performances, or entertainments, or concerts, whether operated in a tent or in the open, or in any temporary or permanent building or structure unless the same is in a regularly licensed opera house, theater or motion picture theater; provided, that this article shall not apply to entertainments, concerts or musical exhibitions given by any church, school, lodge or other society or organization of the city when the proceeds thereof are exclusively for the benefit of charity or for the benefit of such church, school, lodge or organization, and where no part of such proceeds goes to any private individual or corporation, except in payment of labor actually performed or for property or materials actually furnished for use in connection with such performance, concert or entertainment. 
Sec. 6-17. - Permits required; compliance with regulations. 
It shall be unlawful for any person to operate or conduct any circus, carnival or tent show in the city without first having made application and securing a permit from the city clerk and without first having complied with all the rules and regulations of the city. 

Sidewalk Signs and Outdoor Furniture
Sec. 35-40.2. - Use of public sidewalk in C-4 central business district for placement of movable flower pots, planters, bicycle racks and business-hours-only placement of movable signs and outdoor furniture. 
(a)  If any owner of a building constructed without setback from an abutting public sidewalk, plaza, arcade or alley in the C-4 central business district requests a permit for use by the owner or the owner's tenant of the abutting sidewalk, plaza, arcade or alley for the placement of movable flower pots, movable planters, movable bicycle racks, and/or business-hours-only placement of movable signs, and/or movable outdoor furniture, the city manager may grant such a permit following review of the permit request for conformance with the administrative regulations pertaining to downtown sidewalk signs, flower pots, planters and bicycle racks. A movable sign for which a permit is obtained pursuant to this section shall be exempt from any other sign permit requirements. 
(b)  If a permit request is denied by the city manager, a written notice of denial shall be provided to the applicant, including a written explanation of the basis for the denial. The applicant may appeal the denial to the Salina Business Improvement District No. 1 design review board. Appeals shall be submitted in writing to the community and development services department within fourteen (14) calendar days following the date of the written notice of denial. Scheduling, notice and evaluation of the permit request by the board shall be conducted in the manner outlined in section 2-211 of the Salina Code. 
(c)  The city manager is authorized to promulgate any further regulations necessary to implement the provisions of this article and is authorized to amend or repeal any existing regulations that implement the provisions of this article. All permit applicants shall comply with all regulations adopted pursuant to this article. Failure to comply with such regulations shall be grounds for the issuance of a notice and order from the zoning administrator to remove the object from the public right-of-way. 

Special Events on City Owned Parking Lots
DIVISION 1. - SPECIAL EVENT USE OF CITY-OWNED PUBLIC PARKING LOTS 
Sec. 35-256.1. - Policy considerations. 
City-owned public parking lots provide safe and convenient public access to downtown businesses and public facilities. Use of city-owned public parking lots for special events that attract visitors to the downtown, promote downtown commerce, provide additional entertainment options, and enhance non-peak-hour utilization of city-owned public parking lots is encouraged when the special event use does not adversely impact needed public parking capacity, significantly impair access to downtown businesses, unfairly disadvantage competing permanent downtown businesses, or substantially conflict with the interests of downtown residents. 
Sec. 35-256.2. - Prohibition and exception. 
No person shall use a city-owned public parking lot for any use other than parking except pursuant to a city-owned public parking lot special event permit issued pursuant to this article. 
Sec. 35-256.3. - Administrative issuance of permits. 
The city manager is authorized to adopt administrative regulations governing both (a) the administrative issuance of city-owned public parking lot special event permits and (b) the conduct of permitted special events in city-owned public parking lots, consistent with the policy considerations outlined in section 35-256.2 and the following guidelines: 
(1)  Nature of special event. 
a.  The applicant must demonstrate that the special event is intended to attract visitors to the downtown, promote commerce in the downtown, provide additional entertainment options, or promote tourism; 
b.  Products offered for sale shall be limited to either new or reconditioned items or crafts; 
c.  The applicant may charge an admission fee for the special event; however, the admission fee and the extent to which the applicant intends to place temporary barriers marking the event boundaries are factors to be evaluated in determining the suitability of scheduling and location of the proposed event; 
(2)  Location. 
a.  The applicant must demonstrate that private parking lot options are either unavailable or unsuitable for the proposed special event; 
b.  The proposed special event must be permitted by and meet any applicable requirements of the zoning code; 
c.  The city-owned public parking lots on either side of the 100 block of South Seventh Street and the east side of the 100 block of South Fifth Street shall be considered the preferred locations for special events; 
d.  Proposed utilization of a downtown plaza adjoining a city-owned public parking lot in conjunction with a special event permit application may be considered, subject to the Salina Downtown, Inc. administrative review and scheduling process for utilization of downtown plazas; plazas are to be utilized primarily for entertainment events and secondarily for retail sales events; 
(3)  Scheduling and use limitations. 
a.  Special event scheduling should take into consideration all other scheduled events impacting parking needs in the downtown area based upon consultation with Salina Downtown, Inc.; 
b.  Special events shall not be scheduled to operate between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on Monday through Friday. Evening hours of operation shall be no later than 10:00 p.m.; 
c.  Permitted special event use of a city-owned public parking lot shall not allow use of or interference with the public use of adjoining rights-of-way; 
d.  Special events shall not significantly impair downtown business access, needed public parking, or residential parking; 
(4)  Requirements of the applicant. 
a.  The applicant must provide portable restroom facilities necessary to accommodate the anticipated special event attendance; 
b.  The applicant must meet any ancillary requirements relating to the health, safety, and convenience of persons affected by the special event; 
c.  The applicant must reimburse the city for any direct labor costs and direct out-of-pocket costs to the city associated with the special event; 
d.  The applicant must demonstrate consideration for and the capability to fulfill its responsibility for posting the permitted parking lot at a reasonable time prior to the special event and assuring access to parking for downtown residents affected by the special event; 
e.  The applicant must provide proof of liability insurance coverage with limits determined by the city to be suitable for the special event; 
f.  The applicant must demonstrate the intent and capacity for accurate collection and reporting of all applicable sales tax; 
g.  The applicant shall be responsible for clean-up and full restoration of the parking lot for its ordinary use immediately following the scheduled completion of the special event and shall be responsible for the cost of any clean-up or repair cost incurred by the city resulting from the special event. 
(5)  Application process. 
a.  The applicant must timely submit a complete application on a form provided by the city, including a detailed site plan for the proposed special event; 
b.  Review of the application shall be subject to the city-wide special event review process and any other city review processes unique to the nature of the special event; 
c.  Consideration of the application shall be coordinated with Salina Downtown, Inc. 
d.  Administrative denial of an application shall be subject to timely appeal by the applicant and review by the city manager. A denial upheld by the city manager shall be subject to timely appeal to the governing body. 
Sec. 35-256.4. - Application fee and deposit. 
An applicant for a city-owned public parking lot special event permit shall pay to the city clerk at the time of filing the application a non-refundable application fee in an amount determined pursuant to section 2-2. As a precondition of issuance of a permit, the applicant shall pay a deposit in the combined amount necessary to (a) reimburse the city for the estimated amount of any anticipated direct labor costs and direct out-of-pocket costs to the city associated with the special event plus (b) an amount to be applied to any post-event clean-up costs if the applicant fails to timely complete the work and the cost of any damage to city property resulting from the special event. Any unutilized portion of the deposit shall be reimbursed to the applicant following completion of the special event.

Parades and Processions

Sec. 38-101. - Permit required. 
(a)  No procession or parade other than a funeral procession, excepting the forces of the United States Army or Navy, the military forces of this state, and the forces of the police and fire departments, shall occupy, march or proceed along any street except in accordance with a permit issued by the chief of police and other regulations as set forth herein which may apply. A permit must be requested at least two (2) weeks prior to the parade or procession. 
(b)  The permit fee shall be as prescribed in section 2-2. 

Sec. 38-102. - Pennant or escort required for funeral procession. 
A funeral composed of a procession of vehicles shall be identified as such by the display upon the outside of at least the first four (4) vehicles in such procession, of a pennant of a type designated by the chief of police or the traffic division of the police department, or shall be escorted by a police vehicle or vehicles.
Sec. 38-103. - Duties of drivers in processions. 
Each driver in a funeral or other procession shall drive as near to the right-hand edge of the roadway as practical and follow the vehicle ahead as closely as is practical and safe. 
Sec. 38-104. - Driving through processions. 
No driver of a vehicle shall drive between the vehicles comprising a funeral or other authorized procession while they are in motion and when such vehicles are conspicuously designated as required in this article. This provision shall not apply at intersections where traffic is controlled by traffic-control signals or police officers.
